Mansfield Reformatory is a historic prison
founded in 1886 that has been home to
some of the most inhumane treatment

to prisoners of their time. More than 200
people have died in the reformatory,
including two guards. Scheduled for
demolition, after serving as the location for
the film, “The Shawshank Redemption,”
Mansfield Reformatory became one of
Mansfield Ohio’s most iconic landmarks.

Accounts from tour guides and guests also
suggest that there is paranormal activity in
Mansfield Reformatory. People have seen
men in prison uniforms lurking in cells and
seen people walking in hallways only to
disappear at a second glance. To learn
more about the premises and history, come
and take a tour at Mansfield Reformatory!
